The Australian Broadcasting Corporation (ABC) adds to the
reggae rhythm with Island Music, a weekly show hosted by
leading Australian reggae DJ Rick Howe. Focused on reggae,
dancehall, and RnB, the program offers a unique blend that
resonates with audiences, connecting them to the Pacific
region.

Australia’s reggae roots run deep, and Jamdown Vershun
stands testament to this, being the longest-running reggaoe
radio show since July 1979. Broadcasting on 92.1 FM in Perth,
selector General Justice has been shaping the reggaoe
landscape for over four decades.
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Online platforms also play a crucial role in promoting reggae in
Australia. Australia Reggae Radio (@australia_reggae_radio)
on Instagram and their online radio station serve as a digital
hub, reaching a global audience and showcasing the richness
of reggae and dancehall music.
